Production Synopsis

Yvonne suspects her husband, Victor Emmanuel, of infidelity and she turns to her best friend, Lucienne, to help her gain proof. They concoct a play - based on a perfumed letter - to trap him. In true Feydeau fashion the plan misfires; the plot is complicated by confused identities, revolving beds, a great many doors and the fact that the stupid hotel porter, Poche, is the exact double of Victor Emmanuel.  Considered by many to be one of the funniest plays ever written, you’ll find yourself holding your side!

Character Breakdown

Camille Chandebise - The young nephew and secretary of Victor Emmanuel. He has a rare speech impediment that prevents him from pronouncing consonants. He orders a custom-made artificial palate to correct the problem. 

Antoinette Plucheux  - The Chandibise household cook with a cheerful disposition.  She is married to Etienne but flirts with Camille. 

Etienne Plucheux - The haughty butler of the Chandebise household. He is egocentric and domineering, and thinks his wife, Antoinette, is lazy. 

Dr. Finache - The chief medical officer of the Boston Life Insurance Company. He is also Victor Emmanuel’s closest confidante and a Hotel Coq d’Or customer. 

Lucienne Homenides de Histangua  - Raymonde’s dearest friend. She is married to Carlos. 

Raymonde  - Wife of Victor Emmanuel. Due to her husband’s recent lack of romantic interest in her, she begins to doubt his fidelity. With this “flea in her ear,” she decides to take matters into her own hands, with Lucienne’s help. 

Victor Emmanuel - The devoted husband of Raymonde. The managing director of the Boston Life Insurance Company for Paris, he has business savvy but little sense of humour. His temporary lack of virility leads his wife to suspect him of having an affair. 

Romain Tournel - A trusted friend and employee of Victor Emmanuel’s insurance company. He is infatuated with his employer’s wife, who coquettishly encourages but continually rebuffs him.

Carlos Homenides de Histangua - Husband of Lucienne and a potential client of the Boston Life Insurance Company. A stereotypically fiery, macho Spaniard, he is very protective of his wife. 

Eugénie  - A rebellious young maid who is routinely accused of being lazy by her boss. 

Augustin Feraillon - The proprietor of the Hotel Coq d’Or. A former military man, he runs his hotel with precision and discipline. He is married to Olympe. 

Olympe - The devoted wife of Feraillon. They met while she was working in a similar hotel, and together 

they created their own dream hotel.

Baptistin - Feraillon’s elderly uncle. His job is to serve as a rather unusual decoy to help ensure the privacy of the hotel patrons and confuse any ill-timed police raids. 

Herr Schwarz - A frustrated and confused hotel guest who speaks only German. 

Poche - The hotel porter formerly in Feraillon’s military regiment. He is Victor Emmanuel’s physical double
