Each year the Riverside Dickens Festival holds its primary event in early February in historic downtown Riverside, California on Mission Inn Avenue between Lime and Orange Streets.  The 2008 Dickens Festival dates are February 1st, 2nd, and 3rd.  The Riverside Dickens Festival is currently seeking performers to become a part of the Dickens’ Character Troupe.  

Dickens’ Character Troupe: Each member of the troupe will prepare and perform two-minute scenes from the Charles Dickens novel Oliver Twist. These short scenes will be performed in the walkways of the Street Market as well as in the Troupe Tent twice in the morning and twice in the afternoon both on Saturday and Sunday of the Festival.  When not performing a scene, the troupe member must remain in character and interact with the guests and other troupe characters throughout both days.  Performers should have specific knowledge of the character he/she is playing and a general knowledge of the novel Oliver Twist.

Each member of the troupe will be required to provide an appropriate costume for his/her character.  The Dickens Festival may assist in assembling the costume as limited resources allow.
More than one scene may be proposed.  Groups may make a combined proposal for group scenes.  Overnight accommodations are the responsibility of the performers and the Riverside Dickens. Festival does not allow "Passing The Hat" at any of its performances.
Proposals must contain contact information, the performer’s experience, a short description of the scene to be performed, compensation request, and any other special needs or considerations.
